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Foreword

Many of the Piracy and Armed Robbery incidents at sea that occurred in Asian waters
were carried out by small boats. The boats that are used by the perpetrators often
loiter in the vicinity of fishing boats operating in the region to mask their presence to
avoid being detected by the authorities.

The different types of fishing boats operating in Asian waters are compiled in this
Guide book, to assist the ship master and crew, to become more familiar with the
characteristics and image of the boats that are operating in different regions in Asia.
This Guide book will also facilitate the crew's vigilance when sighting boats/vessels
that appear out of the norm and to adopt the necessary precautionary measures.

Perpetrators may use bigger boats as mother vessel as they have the capability to
carry pirates for attack/to engage in Piracy and Armed Robbery against ships. They
also have adequate fuel for sustainability at sea and to cover larger area/further from
land. Further, they have the capacity to carry on board small boats and/ or tow one or
two smaller speed boats to carry out the attack.

In the event of perpetrators targeting to board the merchant vessel, an accurate
description of the type of boat/vessel that was used by the perpetrators to make their
getaways in, will greatly assist the enforcement agencies/relevant authorities in the
investigation and eventual arrest of the perpetrators.

Master/crew/CSOs are encouraged to further build upon this repository of photographs
of fishing boats/vessels for their own use. If the boats/vessels involved in the act
of piracy and armed robbery is different from the ones that are shown in this Guide
book, the pictures captured be shared with the ReCAAP ISC for further sharing to the
mariners.

Crew are advised to refer to ReCAAP ISC's Regional Guide [Version 2] for updated
information on the modus operandi for the different types of incidents and contact
details of the relevant agencies. For timely reporting of incidents to the Coastal
State and ReCAAP Focal Points, please refer to the Centre's poster that contains the
contact details of respective MRCCs and ReCAAP Focal Points/Contact Point.

Epilogue

Vigilance is key in combating Piracy and Armed Robbery incidents at sea. As the perpetrators
are opportunistic in nature, keeping a constant lookout and continually ringfencing any
potential lapses on board the ship pertaining to crew duty, procedures and equipment can
play a major deterrent role.

The ship masters and crew are advised to adopt the following measures:

Enhance all round vigilance, maximise alertness of lookouts and increase watch keeping
Control the access to bridge, accommodation and machinery spaces

Maintain continuous communication with the shipping company and enforcement
agencies for monitoring and immediate responses in any eventualities

Look out for broadcast of NAVTEX advisories

Refer to the latest information available at ReCAAP ISC website: www.recaap.org
Sound alarm when suspicious boats in the vicinity or suspicious persons on board ship
are sighted

Avoid confrontation with perpetrators

Report all incidents to the nearest Coastal States and flag States in accordance with the
IMO Circular MSC.1/Circ. 1334
